Warranty Projects:

1. Have any warranty issues been raised during construction?  (ie base, subgrade, or other issues)

2. Is the Project staff generally aware of the paving operations?  (They should not have a dedicated paving inspector but should not act as if wearing blinders either.)  Has anything been noted that may impact the performance of the warranted pavement?

3. Has the contractor quality control plan been submitted?  (Should have been submitted one week prior to pre-construction meeting and construction shall not begin before the plan has been submitted)  

4. Is the final concrete mix design on file (15 working days prior to the start of concrete production the contractor shall provide the engineer copes of a Concrete Pavement Mix Design)

5. If paving is completed has quality control documentation been submitted?  (Should be submitted within 10 working days after completion of concrete production)

6. Are proper procedures for probing concrete depth being followed and measurements documented?  

Non-Warranty Projects:

1. Is the mix being properly spread to the correct thickness? Are probings properly documented?  Do project staff have documentation of verification probe testing?  (Refer to ASP 6)

2. If dowel baskets are being used, are they perpendicular to the centerline and properly anchored?

3. Is curing and tining (if required) being applied in a timely manner?

4. Are transverse joints being sawed in a timely manner?

5. Are contractor (QC) and State (QV) QMP testing requirements being followed and documented?
6. Is Buy America documentation on file for the tie bars and dowel bars?
7. Is the contractor performing cold weather paving? (descending temperature below 35° F)?  If so what measures are being taken to protect the concrete?
8. If the ride spec is included in the contract, how is ride being measured, (lightweight profiler, high speed profiler [attached to vehicle bumper], other) are incentives/disincentives being assessed, and how does the pavement ride?  Have there been areas of localized roughness identified?  If ride spec is not in the contract, how are final surface requirements being measured?
